Article XII – Scholarship

Section D. Academic Council. The Academic Council shall consist of the following:
1. Director of Academics (DA)
2. Associate Director of Academics
3. Vice President of Membership for IFC
4. One advisor for IFC
5. Past Director of Academics (if available)
6. Two Scholarship Chairmen from chapters in good academic standing appointed by DA
7. Three faculty members appointed by DA

Section E. Duties of the Academic Council. The Academic Council shall:
1. Serve for one academic year (May to May)
2. Meet on a regular basis as determined by the DA
3. Annually review and provide suggestions as to how to improve the chapters’ individual scholarship policy
4. Write a letter to all chapters that are on Academic Alert/Academic Probation
5. Be available to meet with chapter scholarship chairmen as needed
6. Compile the scholarship policies of all chapters and make them available as a resource to 
7. the other chapters as a whole.
8. Oversee chapters on Academic Alert/Academic Probation
9. Hear appeals by chapters on Academic Probation
