New Philanthropy Scheduling

The goal of the new philanthropy scheduling policy is to reduce the number of philanthropies in an effort to increase overall attendance.  To achieve this goal, houses are encouraged to pair together with other houses that support similar charities or have similar activities.  Proceeds will be split equally between the houses’ respective charities.
This idea has been brought about due the fact that there are 26 philanthropies for spring 2006.  We hope to reduce this number by increasing the number of sponsoring houses of each philanthropy.  Many chapters will pick only a few philanthropies to attend each semester.  It is our hope that this will increase the resources that are dedicated to each philanthropy, increase overall participation, and increase the proceeds donated to charity.

At this stage the philanthropy registration for fall 2006 will be similar to the current system.  Our goal is to have 14 solid philanthropies in the spring of 2007.  For fall 2006 consider pairing with other houses.  We will match those houses for fall 2006 that are unsure who to pair with, but are willing to combine their efforts.
