CONSTITUTION

INTERFRATERNITY COUNCIL
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PURDUE UNIVERSITY

West Lafayette, Indiana
REVISED April 16, 2004

ARTICLE I

Name

The name of this organization is the Interfraternity Council of Purdue University, which may be abbreviated as IFC or the IFC.   

ARTICLE II

Purpose

The purpose of the IFC is to: 

A. create and maintain cooperation and coordinate interfraternal affairs among member fraternities; 

B. foster the development of scholarship and leadership among member fraternities and their members; 

C. promote a positive relationship between the community and member fraternities; 

D. act as a medium between member fraternities and: 

1. other student organizations; 

2. the student body ; 

3. the faculty and administration; 

E. institute policies and rules that will maintain the purposes of the IFC; 

D. provide service. 

ARTICLE III

Classes of Membership

There are two classes of membership in the IFC: Full and Associate.

· Membership and participation are free from discrimination based on race, sex, religion, color, age, national origin or ancestry, marital status, parental status, sexual orientation, disability, or status as a disabled Vietnam-era veteran.

ARTICLE IV
Full Membership

Section A. Requirements to become a Full Member.

To become a full member, a fraternity must: 

1. be fully chartered on Purdue University's campus by a National Interfraternity Conference (NIC) or a National Pan-Hellenic Council (NPHC) organization, or by its parent national organization. 

- or -

be recognized by the Purdue University as a student organization and be in good standing with the University; 

2. have been an associate member of IFC and during that time must have met all of the obligations of an associate member; and 

3. receive a 2/3 (two-thirds) vote of the Presidents' Council voting in a regular session by written ballot to affirm membership. 

Section B. Privileges of a Full Member.

A full member shall: 

1. have all privileges and rights under this Constitution and By-Laws, except as limited by the actions of the Judicial Board or Purdue University; and 

2. receive coverage on a par with any other member in all IFC publications that list or describe member fraternities; and may : 

a. participate in all IFC sponsored programs ; 

b. vote at meetings of Presidents' Council; 

c. participate in the fraternity division of intramural sports ; 

d. have its members, as they are eligible, hold elective and appointive offices of the IFC; 

e. receive IFC sponsored awards and recognition

f. utilizes the IFC to help coordinate and facilitate a chapter event

Section C. Duties of a Full Member.

A full member shall: 

1. pay all dues and fees owed to the IFC; 

2. abide by this Constitution and Bylaws and all regulations adopted by the Presidents' Council; 

3. cooperate in any proceedings of the Judicial Board with which it may be involved and abide by all Judicial Board rulings affecting it; 

4. cooperate with all administrative actions of the Board of Directors; 

5. maintain an updated list of all its officers, advisors, and corporation board members in the 

Office of the Dean of Students. 

6. maintain an updated list of its current members in the Office of the Dean of Students; 

7. file in the Office of the Dean of Students the name of each new member/associate, and update the new member's status when there is a change in that status; 

8. maintain an updated file of grade release cards in the Office of the Dean of Students; 

9. maintain at least a 2.0 index each semester, Summer Term excluded; 

10. abide by all University and IFC regulations and policies; 

11. encourage interfraternity spirit among its members; 

12. encourage among its members a spirit of cooperation with the University community and the 

cities of Lafayette and West Lafayette, IN; and 

13. encourage scholarship, service and leadership among its members. 

ARTICLE V

Associate Membership

Section A. Requirements to Become an Associate Member.

To become an associate member, a fraternity must: 

1. be sponsored as a colony or interest group by a National Interfraternity Conference (NIC) or National Pan-Hellenic Council (NPHC) group. 

- or -

if unsupported by a NIC or NPHC group, must be established for the purpose of becoming a colony of one of these groups or for purposes that are commensurate with and in no way contrary to the purposes of the IFC; 

2. be recognized by the University as a student organization; 

3. be in good standing with the University; 

4. in a petition for associate membership, submit for review to the Office of the Dean of Students and the Executive Board: 

a. its name; 

b. the names of its members and their student classifications; 

c. the names of its alumni advisors and patrons; 

d. a copy of its local Constitution and Bylaws; 

e. a statement of its purposes; 

f. a record of its activities since its local inception; and 

g. if appropriate, evidence of support by a NIC or NPHC member, and must, after favorable recommendation from the Office of the Dean of Students and the Board of Directors, receive a 2/3 vote of the Presidents' Council voting in a Regular Session by written ballot to affirm associate membership. 

Section B. Privileges of an Associate Member

An associate member may: 

1. participate in all IFC-sponsored programs; 

2. speak at meeting of Presidents' Council; and

3. participate in the fraternity division of intramural sports; 

Section C. Duties of an Associate Member.

An associate member shall: 

1. pay all dues and fees owed to the IFC; 

2. abide by this Constitution and Bylaws; 

3. abide by all regulations adopted by the Presidents' Council; 

4. cooperate in any proceeding of the Judicial Board with which it may be involved and abide by all Judicial Board rulings affecting it; 

5. cooperate with all administrative actions of the Board of Directors; 

6. maintain an updated list of all of its officers, advisors, and corporation board members in the Office of the Dean of Students. 

7. maintain an updated list of all its members in the Office of the Dean of Students; 

8. maintain an updated list of grade release cards in the Office of the Dean of Students; 

9. file in the Office of the Dean of Students within one week of pledging the name of each new member/ associate, updating the new member's status within one week of change in that status; 

10. if it is seeking a Charter from a NIC or NPHC member group, inform the Office of the Dean of Students of its progress to that end; 

11. maintain at least a 2.00 index each semester, Summer Term excluded; 

12. abide by all University regulations and policies; 

13. encourage interfraternity spirit among its members; 

14. encourage among its members a spirit of cooperation with the University community and the Cities of Lafayette and West Lafayette, IN; and 

15. encourage scholarship, service and leadership among its members. 

ARTICLE VI

Standing

Section A. Good Standing.  

A full member fraternity that satisfies Article IV; Section C. and an associate member fraternity that satisfies Article V., Section C., is in good standing with IFC. 

Section B. Loss of Good Standing.

A full member fraternity may lose its good standing with IFC if it is found guilty of violating any part of Article IV., Section C. As associate member fraternity may lose its good standing with IFC if it is found guilty of violating any part of Article V., Section C. 

Section C. Consequences of Loss of Good Standing.

In accordance with the Interfraternity Council Judicial Board Bylaws a member fraternity that loses its good standing could be expelled from IFC or could lose some or all of its privileges as granted by this Constitution and Bylaws. 

ARTICLE VII

Presidents' Council

Section A. Duties.

The legislative powers of IFC lie in the Presidents' Council, which shall: 

1. formulate all regulations that are necessary to maintain and execute the purposes of the IFC; 

2. receive and conduct all business appropriately before it under this Constitution and Bylaws; 

3. meet bi-monthly in Regular Session during each full month of the Fall and Spring semesters and meet in Special Session upon the vote of written request of a majority of its members; 

4. meet annually in an Election Meeting to elect the student members of the Executive Board of the ensuing term at a time specified by the Executive Board and announced eight weeks in advance; 

5. receive and vote on the IFC operating budget as submitted by the Director of Finance and approved by the Board of Directors, with a majority vote necessary for its adoption; 

6. set all regulations concerning fraternity rush. 

Section B. Composition. 

The President of each member fraternity shall be a member of the Presidents' Council. 

Section C. Obligations. 

The Presidents' Council: 

1. may amend this Constitution and Bylaws; 

2. may recall any administrative action of the President or Executive Board by a 2/3 vote; and 

3. may, by a majority vote, uniformly assess member fraternities financially when necessary. 

Section D. Duties of Members of Presidents' Council.  

A member of Presidents' Council shall: 

1. attend each Regular and Special Session and each Election Meeting or have another member 

of his Chapter substitute for him; 

2. abide by this Constitution and Bylaws and the regulations of the Presidents' Council; 

3. cooperate in any proceeding of the Judicial Board with which he may be involved and abide by all Judicial Board rulings affecting his fraternity; and 

4. cooperate with all administrative actions of the Board of Directors. 

ARTICLE VIII

Executive Board

Section A. Authority and Duties. 

The administrative powers of IFC lie in the Executive Board, which shall execute this Constitution and Bylaws and the regulations of the Presidents' Council and shall: 

1. by administrative action not contrary to the authority granted to the Presidents' Council or to the Judicial Board, facilitate on a daily basis the smooth operation of the IFC in accordance with its purpose; 

2. submit annually to the Presidents' Council a proposed operating budget; 

3. receive proposals of the Board of Directors; 

4. oversee the function of any committee placed into its custody by the Presidents' Council; 

5. cooperate with the Panhellenic Association, the National Pan-Hellenic, the Greek Advisors' Association and any other member of the University community for the advancement of the purposes of the IFC; 

6. set the date for the Election Meeting; 

7. meet in Regular Board Meetings at least three times a month during each full month of the Fall 

and Spring semesters and in Special Board Meetings at the request of the President, or the IFC Advisor. 

Section B. Composition.

The Executive Board is composed of: 

1. President; 

2. Vice President of Administration; 

3. Vice President of Operations;

4. Vice President of Membership 

Section C. Duties of a Member of the Executive Board.

An IFC officer shall throughout the term for which he is elected: 

1. attend each Regular and Special Board Meeting; 

2. carry out his duties as specified in the Bylaws; 

3. maintain at least a 2.25 graduation index; 

4. maintain accurate records of all activities and programs for which he is responsible; and 

5. keep weekly hours in the IFC office, and at the end of his term in office shall: 

a. prepare a typed annual report on his office; and 

b. participate in the transfer of files to and a training session with his successor. 

6. attend the annual MGCA Conference; and 

7. attend IFC officer retreats 

ARTICLE IX

Board of Directors

Section A. Authority and Duties.  

The programming powers of the IFC lie in the Board of Directors, which shall: 

1. institute, oversee, and evaluate all IFC activities, to advance the purposes of IFC; 

2. prior to the date of any interfraternity activity, submit a proposal describing the activity to the Board of Directors for its approval; and 

3. meet at least three times a month during each full month of the Fall and Spring Semesters. 

Section B. Composition.

The Board of Directors is composed of a: 

1. Director of Academics 

2. Director of Communication 

3. Director of External Relations

4. Director of Finance

5. Director of Greek Relations

6. Director of Leadership Development

7. Director of Membership Development

8. Director of Public Relations 

9. Director of Philanthropy and Community Service

10. Director of Publications

11. Director of Recruitment 

12. Director of Risk Management 

Section C. Duties of a Member of the Board of Directors.

A member of the Board of Directors shall throughout the term of office for which he was appointed: 

1. attend each meeting of the Board of Directors and of Presidents' Council; 

2. oversee the operation of his committee as necessary to carry out its function; 

3. fulfill his duties as specified in the Bylaws; 

4. keep office hours in the IFC office; 

5. submit a weekly report in writing to his respective vice president; 

6. maintain accurate records of all activities and programs for which he is responsible and turn them over in finished form to his respective vice-president; 

7. maintain at least a 2.25 graduation index; 

8. perform duties related to his position as ordered by the Executive Board; 

9. prepare a typed annual report at the end of his term; and 

10. attend IFC officer retreats 

Will read:

· The treasurer keeps accounts, deposits the organizations funds, and makes expenditures in a manner approved by the Business Office for Student Organizations.

ARTICLE X

Judicial Board

The power to decide disputes between member fraternities, to adjudicate infractions of regulations or 

administrative action, to adjudicate violations of this Constitution and Bylaws, and to interpret this Constitution and Bylaws lies in the Greek Judicial Board. 

The Greek Judicial Board shall function under its Bylaws, which shall not conflict with this Constitution Bylaws.  

ARTICLE XI

Discipline and Expulsion

A member fraternity that is found in violation of this Constitution and Bylaws or any Regulation or Administrative Action may lose its good standing or may be expelled from IFC in accordance with the Bylaws of the GJB. 

ARTICLE XII

IFC Advisor

The IFC Advisor is appointed by the Dean of Students from her/his staff. 

The IFC Advisor may attend all sessions of the Presidents' Council and Board of Directors and shall remain informed of IFC business. 

Adjunct advisors to assist with special operations may be appointed by the Board of Directors. 

ARTICLE XIII

Parliamentary Authority

The President of the IFC may appoint a parliamentarian. 

The Presidents' Council shall be governed by parliamentary law as set forth in the latest edition of Robert's Rules of Order unless otherwise provided for in this Constitution and Bylaws. 

         ARTICLE XIV
Amendments

Section A. Right to Introduce Amendments.  

Any member fraternity in good standing may introduce an 

amendment to the Constitution. 

Section B. Procedure for Proposing Amendments.

After the session in which an amendment is introduced, the Presidents' Council shall hear one additional reading of the amendment in its next Regular Session and may vote on the amendment at any Regular Session after that. 

Section C. Adoption.

An amendment that receives the affirmative vote of at least three-fourths of 

Presidents' Council is adopted as a part of this Constitution.  All amendments to the Constitution and 

Bylaws are subject to the approval of the Office of the Dean of Students.
