Greek Gala Award Descriptions

Dean Barbara Elsbury Award
This award has eight individual sections: Recruitment and New Member Development, Social Development, Scholastic Excellence, Leadership Development, Philanthropy and Community Service, Alumni Relations, Sisterhood, and Chapter Pride. There will be finalists recognized for each individual category and the winner of the overall award will be the winner of all the categories combined.

Gamma Phi Beta Panhellenic Spirit Award
	The purpose of this award is to foster relations and spirit between the sororities at Purdue University. This award will be based on 7 components: Panhellenic Activities, Community Service, Chapter and New Member Programs Promoting Cultural, Social, and Personal Growth Experiences, Scholarship Programming and Achievement, Sorority Activities, Sorority Awards, and Campus Intramurals; however, it is largely based on the chapter’s Panhellenic Spirit.

Greek Woman of the Year Award
	This award recognizes and honors an accomplished sorority woman who has offered outstanding service to her campus, her community, and to her chapter. The applicant must have a minimum 3.0 GPA to be eligible. The recipient of the award will receive a $200 cash prize. 

Junior and Senior Scholarship Awards
	Each chapter may nominate one junior member and one senior member for this award. The award will be based mostly on the following criteria: scholastic achievement, quality and quantity of college activities, and the benefits of these activities to the chapter, campus, and community. Nominees must have at least a 2.5 cumulative GPA.

Jane Hamblin Outstanding Sorority Chapter President Award
	This award will recognize a chapter president who has shown exceptional initiative in leading her chapter and made significant and lasting contributions to the growth of her chapter. The application includes a section to be completed by the nominated president and a section to be completed by her executive board or committee members.

Outstanding Chapter Advisor Award
	Each chapter may nominate one advisor who they feel has done an excellent job directing their chapter over the course of the last year. The award will be based on the aid and direction offered to the chapter by the advisor and the quality of the day-to-day operations of the chapter.
