What is continuous recruitment? 
Continuous recruitment is a recruitment period when you meet sorority members on a more casual and less structured basis than the formal recruitment period. When participating in Continuous Recruitment women may go to dinner at the chapter houses, socialize with chapter members, attend philanthropy/service events, or attend sisterhood events with the chapter. Every chapter conducts Continuous Recruitment in a manner unique to themselves and not every chapter participates.
Panhellenic sponsors Continuous Recruitment twice a year, once in the fall after formal recruitment is over and once in spring. Fall and Spring Continuous Recruitment is an option available to all women.
What is a continuous chapter?
A continuous chapter is a sorority within the Panhellenic Association that does not participate in formal recruitment. These sororities have a particular focus in the mission of their organization and hold recruitment events after the formal recruitment period is over and in the spring semester. These organizations are: Delta Phi Mu, Phi Beta Chi, Phi Sigma Rho, Sigma Alpha, Sigma Delta Tau, and Sigma Lambda Gamma. 
What is a formal chapter?
A formal chapter is a sorority within the Panhelleinic Association that participates in formal recruitment at the beginning of the fall semester. These sororities have a chapter house and usually have live in requirement. If a formal chapter is under the chapter total after formal recruitment they are allowed to participate in continuous recruitment in the fall and spring. However, not every formal chapter participates. These organizations are: Alpha Chi Omega, Alpha Gamma Delta, Alpha Phi, Alpha Xi Delta, Chi Omega, Delta Delta Delta, Delta Gamma, Delta Zeta, Gamma Phi Beta, Kappa Alpha Theta, Kappa Kappa Gamma, Phi Mu, Pi Beta Phi, Sigma Kappa, and Zeta Tau Alpha.

Is there a GPA requirement?
There is no GPA requirement to participate, but each individual chapter house may have a certain GPA requirement for their members. If you have any questions regarding Continuous Recruitment or eligibility, contact the Purdue Panhellenic Association.

How much does it cost?
There is no fee to participate in continuous recruitment. However, each organization has a different cost associated with it. When you pay dues you are often paying a portion of money to your national organization, to your local budget, insurance fees, social fees, and house or parlor fees. Your first semester in a sorority is often going to also include your initiation fee and your badge.
