Your Committee, charged with the duty of formulating the Rules and Regulations under which students may be permitted to join fraternities and attend their meetings, beg leave to submit the following rules,

I. No Chapter of any Fraternity shall be organized by students of Purdue University without the consent of the Faculty.

II. Membership in any Chapter thus authorized, shall be limited to students of the Junior and Senior classes.

III. No meetings of any Chapter shall be held on the University grounds or within the University buildings.

The Committee also recommend that in the matter of the petition of certain students of the Junior and Senior classes of Purdue University, to become active members of the Sigma Chi Fraternity, the Faculty adopts the following resolution:

Resolved, That the students of the Junior and Senior classes be permitted to join and attend the meetings of the Sigma Chi Fraternity, provided it is understood and agreed that the Faculty reserve the right to alter or rescind this ruling whenever in their judgment the interests of the University may require them so to do.

It shall be further understood and agreed that this permission does not in any way lessen the authority of the Faculty over the students, in respect to College discipline or relieve the students from their obligation to render a strict confidence with the “Rules and Regulations” of the University.

And, provided further that this permission be granted upon the condition of the written agreement of the petitions, that they will before receiving any other members into the Fraternity, incorporate into their by-laws rules II and III above stated.  The abrogation or suspension of said by-laws at any time, shall cause the forfeiture of all privileges hereby granted.
